Start the summer right by attending the Arts
Council of the Morris Area’s fabulous
Giralda Music and Arts Festival held on the
gracious lawns of the Giralda Farms corpo-
rate park (the former Geraldine R. Dodge
estate) in Madison, NJ. This event includes
a spectacular concert by the New Jersey
Symphony Orchestra conducted by Jeffrey
Grogan and featuring soloists from Opera
New Jersey (Inna Dukach, Ava Pine, Andrew
Garland and Matthew Boehler) in a program
including selections from Phantom of the
Opera, Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s
Stone, Porgy and Bess, The Wizard of Oz,
Faust, Don Pasquale and Don Giovanni.

This year’s event will also include some
exciting additions: an art show/sale,
arts demonstrations; music (Moss Points
North, a local “alternative” rock band, a
drum maker, a Dobro maker/player); 
children’s activities (kids art and craft 
activities); and a weaving demonstration
sponsored by the Morris County Historical
Society. Additionally there will be snack
foods available for purchase.

On May 11th and 12th, 2010, the Arts Council of the Morris Area’s annual two-
day Arts Education Showcase presented a wide range of creative and inspiring
educational programs from which school representatives are able to select when
planning the 2010-2011 school year. Who could resist Dinoman’s life-sized
inflatable dinosaurs and humorous, densely-packed paleontology presentation or
the toe-tapping rhythms of Africa and the Caribbean provided by the virtuosic
Spirit Ensemble? The Mayhem Poets’ three poets mixed hip hop, theatre, improv,
stand up comedy and moved the audience from laughter to tears with their
rapid-fire word mastery.

Attendees visited with Beethoven (Dennis Kobray), Thomas Edison (Patrick
Garner). Human chameleon, Tim Latta, demonstrated the power of body 
language as the masterful Mask Messenger while Bash the Trash transformed
potential landfill into musical instruments.

Awards for Outstanding Arts Advocate: Dr. Virginia Fabbri Butera; Outstanding Arts Organization:
The Community Children’s Museum; Outstanding Corporation/Business: The Star-Ledger;
Outstanding Arts Educator /School: Roxbury High School; and Outstanding Professional in the
Arts: Maria Lupo.

Nearly 200 members of the arts community shared in this heady and exciting celebration of the
arts – an evening of tribute to the power of the arts to inspire, heal and teach. Elizabeth
Christopherson, President and CEO of The Rita Allen Foundation, presented the awards.

In the
fall, Daniel will be attending Stanford University in Palo Alto, CA and Alessandra will be attending
the Manhattan School of Music in New York City.

The evening also included video presentation of award-winning Roxbury High School’s mural art
project, a video of Ehlers Scholarship winner Daniel Knapp dancing the Viennese Waltz (with
teacher/partner Adriana Chessa) in a 2009 Showcase performance and a live performance by
Coladarci Scholarship winner, Alessandra Altieri, of Mozart’s Un Moto Di Gioia and Copland’s
Laurie’s Song, accompanied by Evelyn McNair. It was truly a night to be inspired!

With an opening on April 9th, the Arts Council of the Morris Area welcomed the 22nd annual Blackwell Street Juried
Student Art Show to the Atrium Art Gallery, located on Floors 2-5 of the Morris County Administration and Records
Building on Court Street in Morristown. On behalf of Morris County, the Arts Council administers the Atrium Gallery and
makes the exhibit space available to showcase these top student artists.

With 680 artworks submitted for evaluation, the jurors for this show faced a truly daunting task! Ultimately, 400 works
by students from 15 Morris County high schools were selected for exhibition. Blackwell Street professional artists
Elaine Provost, David Gruol, Annette Hanna, Peggy Dressel, John Powers and Mary Guidetti, along with student helpers,
volunteered their time and efforts to jury and hang this show – which showcased spectacular works by outstanding
student artists.

Kudos to all the young artists who participated in this event and to the jurors who enable Morris County student artists
to receive professional evaluation and recognition and to have their work exhibited in a public gallery.
